	Impact of spending evidence end of KS2

	Due to the Covid pandemic the figures below are based on Teacher assessments and are unvalidated. Also the National data is based on 2019 as there were no National scores in 2020.

The figures in the first table pertain to the data that shows how the children have achieved through school. 
From this we can see that Pupil Premium (PP) pupils at St Raphael’s performed better than the national (2019) in all areas in terms of ARE except Maths.
Of the three children who did not get combined ARE at St Raphael’s none where expected to because they were low prior attainers. 
As SATS weren’t completed there are no standardised scores however our in school Transition Matrix shows that 100% of PP children made expected progress and between 11-33% made better than expected progress (See table below). 

When comparing the PP figures to the PP figures nationally the St Raphael’s percentages are well above in reading and writing and in line in maths.

	Impact of spending evidence since end of KS1

	The table shows that of the 9 PP children (11% each) the gap is not widening and they are making expected or better progress. 
When comparing the PP results to national, we can see that reading and maths are broadly in line with national results for PP pupils while writing is above the national by less than one child.
In addition 2 in school transfer PP children who came in early KS2 were working towards in some subject areas on entry and they achieved ARE by the end of KS 2 in every subject.

	One PP child out of 2 achieved GD in all subjects. The other PP+ pupil has achieved well and the focus from school on his wellbeing has allowed him to access all aspects of school life. The PP+ pupil has made at least expected progress from EYFS with accelerated progress in writing. (ie below GLD in writing in EYFS to ARE at end of KS1)
